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ABOUT KAMALA NEHRU COLLEGE

History is not a mere register of dates and events diachronically recorded. It is also a
report of the human effort, struggle and in this case the ultimate success of an institution,
which had to grapple with several adverse circumstances before it became known as a
centre of excellence.

Therefore, when we say that Kamala Nehru College is in its 58th year of existence, we are
giving not merely dates and figures, but also alluding to the hard work of its team, which
helped the institution reach its present heights. What began as Government College for
Women in Defence Colony on 20 July 1964, with 457 students, evolved into Modern
College for Women with 1600 students. A new campus on Siri Fort Road followed, for
which the foundation stone was laid by Sri. V.V Giri, the then President of India. It was
renamed KAMALA NEHRU COLLEGE. The building was inaugurated by the Prime
Minister Mrs Indira Gandhi, and the college started functioning from here in 1975. Today,
the college proudly holds an annual lecture series in the honour of its founder principal
Dr.K.K. Gorowara.

The next major step was the construction of an auditorium for the students to express
their creative instincts. The construction began with the funds given by the then Lt.
Governor of Delhi, Sri Jagmohan, and the money collected by the enthusiastic staff and
students. Completed in record time, with a seating capacity of 700, the auditorium is
equipped with the latest sound and air conditioning systems. We give our students a
chance to hone their talents in theatre, dance, music, elocution and other performative
arts to produce in-house and public performances, especially during our annual college
festival ULLAS.

The next imperative was to build accommodation for Staff members. We now have 18
staff quarters.The fully computerized college library caters to over 200 students daily and
houses over 106777 books, 71 journals and periodicals, 11 Daily Newspapers (English and
Hindi) are being subscribed to for the benefit of students and staff. The library has a
seating capacity of 300, with separate reading rooms for students and faculty. It also has a
rich audio-visual section with over 421 CDs and 771 DVDs. We aim to do more, as you
will see during your sojourn here. We also have three computer labs which provide
students access to e-resources and academic data-bases like JSTOR and Project Muse to
facilitate research based learning.

The college has an excellent cafeteria that caters to the students' need for food and a place
torelax and interact.The college has an open chaupal with amphitheatre like ambience. It
hosts numerous plays, musical choir and nukkadnataks.

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ZERO TOLERANCE FOR RAGGING IN KNC

Kamala Nehru College is committed to root out ragging in all its forms.

Ragging is TOTALLY BANNED in the college, as per the “UGC Draft Regulation on
Curbing the Menace of Ragging in Higher Educational Institutions, 2009”.

The Regulation, In Para 5.2 states: Ragging in all its forms shall be totally banned in the
entire institution, including its department, constituent units, all its premises (academic,
residential, sports, canteen, etc.) whether located within the campus or outside and in all
means of transportation of students whether public or private.

The Regulation, In para 3.4 defines Ragging : “Ragging” means the following : Any
conduct whether by words spoken or written or by an act which has the effect of
teasing, treating or handling with rudeness any other student, indulging in rowdy or
undisciplined activities which causes or is likely to cause annoyance, hardship or
psychological harm or to raise fear or apprehension thereof in a fresher or junior
student asking the students to do any act or perform something which such student
will notin the ordinary course and which has the effect of causing or generating a sense
of shame or embarrassment so as to adversely affect the physique or psyche of a fresher
or ajunior student.

The college will take the strongest possible action against those found guilty of ragging, as
per para 5.3 of the Regulation, which states: The institution shall take strict action against
those found guilty of ragging and / or of abetting ragging.

As per the Regulation, punishment(s) may range from suspension/rustication of the
students involved, to afine ranging between Rupees 25, 000/- and Rupees 1 Lakh.

ADMISSION 2022-2023

Admission to all UG Programs are done on the basis of the eligibility requirements,
criteria, and procedures specified by the University on its website, Under-Graduate
Bulletin of Information - 2022 (UG-BOI) and Common Seat Allocation System-2022
(CSAS).

The eligibility criteria for every Program offered at the UG level have been published in
the UG Bulletin of Information-2022 (UG BOI-2022) (available on the admission website
of the University, admission.uod.ac.in). Candidates must check the eligibility criteria
carefully from UG BOI-2022 and the admission website. There are no additional
eligibility criteria besides the ones stipulated by the University through its website, UG
BOI2022 and CSAS-2022, published on the admission website of the UoD.

For the academic year 2022-23, admission to all UG Programs of UoD will be done on
the basis of the Common University Entrance Test- Under-Graduate 2022 (CUET (UG)
-2022).

1. CUET(UG) - 2022 is conducted by the National Testing Agency (NTA). The candidate
may note that the role of NTA is limited to the conduct of CUET(UG) - 2022, declaration of
results, and handling of queries related to the entrance examination. Simply appearing in
CUET(UG) - 2022 will not be a sufficient condition to secure a seat in UoD. For admission
to the UoD UG Programs, a candidate has to apply in CSAS-2022.

2. Before initiating the application process, the candidate is advised to read the contents of
UG BOI-2022 and CSAS-2022 carefully, and consult the Delhi University Act, 1922, its
amendments and the Statutes. The Ordinances, Rules, Regulations, and Notifications of
the UoD available on the University website, www.du.ac.in shall be final and binding.

3. Candidates applying to UoD must refer to the UG Bol-2022 for Common Minimum
Eligibility criteria and Program-Specific Eligibility criteria. (http://du.ac.in/uploads/
new-web/21042022 BOI-UG.pdf).

4. The candidate must refer to the list of Programs, Program-Specific Eligibility Criteria,
seat matrix, fee structure and other relevant information published on the admission
website of UoD before selecting the Programs.

5. Determination of eligibility and verification of documents for admission to UoD will be
the sole purview of UoD.

6. Only the candidate who has appeared in CUET(UG) - 2022 and has passed Class XIIth
from a single recognized board will be eligible to apply for the CSAS-2022.

7. It is mandatory for the candidate to apply and fill preferences online in CSAS-2022 of
UoD through the admission website of UoD (https:/ /admission.uod.ac.in). Application
submitted through any other mode will not be accepted under any circumstances.

8. Seat allocation to all UG Programs will be based solely on the scores obtained in
CUET(UG)-2022.

9. For seat allocation in Performance-based Programs, and ECA and Sports
Supernumerary Quotas, a combined score of CUET(UG) - 2022 and Performance Tests/
Trials and/ or certififactes will be considered.

10. The CSAS-2022 merit lists published on the Admission website shall be adhered to by
all the Colleges of UoD.

11. Candidates are advised to check their dashboard, email, and admission website
(www.admission.uod.ac.in) for all communications and updates related to admissions.

12. UoD will not be responsible for a candidate's lack of awareness of the admission
guidelines, schedule, Eligibility Criteria, and CSAS-2022 rules. It is the sole responsibility
of the candidate to keep checking the dashboard, email and admission website of UoD
regularly.

13. Non-compliance with the requirements for admission, including non-submission of
relevant documents and/or non-payment of Fee/s within the stipulated date and time,
the candidate will lose his /her right to admission.

3. An online platform at www.admission.uod.ac.in will be made available for seeking
admission through CSAS2022. Candidates seeking admission to UoD must fill the CSAS-
2022 Application Form online through this platform only. There will be no offline filling
of the CSAS-2022 Application Form.

4. There will be a one-time CSAS-2022 Application fee (non-refundable):

Undergraduate Degree Programs offered at Kamala Nehru College

B.A. (Hons.) English

This course is designed to help students define/critique the category of Literature; and
understand the emergence of literary studies, textuality, and the canon. This course aims
to contest and demystify pre-conceived notions of literature as mimetic representations,
underline literature as part of cultural production, firmly embedded in historical
specificity, develop language skills in an integrated way through an intense engagement
with the prescribed texts and give the learners hands-on practice in the use of these skills.

The curriculum and pedagogy of
Psychology are sensitive to the advances in the knowledge, application and research
possibilities in the area of Psychology. The undergraduate coursework in Psychology
touches upon the diverse areas of the discipline, including biopsychology, cognitive
psychology, history of psychology, research methods, social psychology,
Industrial/Organizational psychology, counseling psychology, health psychology and
others.

The programme is consistent with global standards in the
Economics discipline. It offers training comparable to that of an undergraduate student at
the world’s best universities.

The library added more than 1406 titles
during the year 2021-2022 and the total collection of books
has reached now 106777 and 421 CDs and 771 DVDs.

Hindi novels, old
bound periodicals, Punjabi literature etc are kept on the second floor. The library has
seating capacity of 300. The library provides NLIST facility to all users. The college library
also organises Book Club activities in cooperation with faculty members Ms. Harpreet
Kaur to foster the habit of reading among students. The Library has initiative Web Opac
and Urkund (plagiarism checking software).

COMPUTER LABS

We have three large, modern, state-of-art computer labs. Keeping abreast with the times,
our computer labs are equipped with 96 Computers/Laptops, LCD projectors and
internet facility on all the computers. Workshops are organised and experts are invited
from time-to-time to educate the faculty members and students onlatest technology.
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CERTIFICATE COURSE IN FRENCH

The college offers certificate courses in French at Three Levels. The Certificate Course
gives an understanding of the basics of the language. Students learn to write dialogues, E
mails postcards and letters, they also learn how to speak and answer questions after
listening to the audio exercises. At the end of the course they appear for three papers of
100 marks each.

Paper-I: Grammar
Paper-II: Written expression
Paper-III: Oral expression

In order to pass they have to obtain 40 marks minimum in each paper and 150 marks in
total out of 300.

Diploma Course takes up from where the certificate course ends. Students study details
of the language and texts on global issues such as pollution, publicity, racial
discrimination and literary texts, they are also expected to improve on their oral
expression. They hear recorded lesson with each text for this. As in the Certificate Course
they appear for three papers out of which one is oral expression. The distribution of marks
and evaluationis the same as the Certificate Course.

In the Advanced Diploma Course more time is spent on writing texts and understanding
literature. The students study a minimum of ten or twelve literary texts in addition to the
book prescribed for study. They have to appear for four papers, the first two being the
same as for the Certificate and the Diploma but the third paper is Business French and
French for tourism. The fourth paper is Oral Expression. Students have to score 200 out of
400 on the whole to pass. By this time the student is expected to be able to speak and
answer without hesitation.

After completing the Advanced Diploma student are eligible to appear for the M.A.
French entrance examination at ].N.U. or Delhi University provided they have already

donea BA Course.
Most students study French along with their regular Hons or Pass courses in the college

or other colleges. Many professionals alsojoin these courses.

The college is equipped with audio- visual aids and students are encouraged to join
activities related to the French Course such as organising exhibitions on the regions in
France, learning songs and carols and familiarising themselves with salient aspects of
French culture such as Cuisine, Art, Fashion and Architecture.

Admissions are open from the 1st to 31' July. Due to the heavy demand for these courses
students are enrolled on first come first served basis. They also have to give a written
undertaking that classes will be attended regularly.

The college takes great pride in having established NSO, NSS and NCC units in the
college along with several other societies which help to enhance the personality of our
students and empower them to emerge as more responsible citizens for tomorrow.

National Sports Organisation (NSO)

The department of Physical Education organises training classes for NSO students in
activities like Yoga, Taekwondo and Aerobics. Intra Mural competitions are also
organised in Carom, Badminton, Leg-Cricket and Athletics to encourage participation in
a wide variety of physical activities . Lectures are also organised for NSO students to
make them aware of the importance of being physically active and apply physical fitness
concepts and best practices that contribute to healthy and active living. Students also
showcase demonstrations in Aerobics, Taekwondo and Yoga on Annual Sports Day.

National Service Scheme (NSS)

NSS is a permanent youth programme under the ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports,
Government of India. The basic motto that describes NSS is 'Not MeBut You.' The NSS-
KNC hasa volunteer strength of more than 200 students who devote 120 hours each every
year towards social service. Our volunteers are engaged in various projects that
dealwithcausessuch as those of literacy, career awareness, education and cleanliness etc.
it organises cleanliness drives, blood-donation camps, free medical check-ups and many
other related activities as per the guidance of the HRD Ministry and the University of
Delhi.

National Cadet Corps (NCC)

NCC helps the students improve their personalities and build leadership qualities. It
helps them to deal with day to day life with confidence. Training is given in drill, home-
nursing, map reading, signalling, handling of weapons, archery, rowing, civil defence,
parasailing, mountaineering and water skiing. Summer camps are an annual feature
during the vacation. The college also has a unit of the Air-Wing providing training in
Flying, Gliding, Parachuting etc. Students are required to contact the Teacher-in-Charge,
NCC Room, for enrolment.
