Under streamlined guidance and continuous support of our Principal, IQAC has conducted

various programs for faculty members, students and administrative staff .

Capacity Building Programs:

IQAC with the Research and Publication Cell Kamala Nehru College(KNC),
University of Delhi, and in collaboration with the Institute of Lifelong Learning(ILLL),
organized a one-week offline Faculty Development Programme (FDP) on “ Essential
Techniques in Research Methodology, Systematic Literature Review and Bibliometric
Analysis” from 10th to 15th February 2025.

A one-day National Capacity-building Workshop on Project-Based Learning (PBL) for
college teachers of Delhi NCR institutions was held on 6th March, 2025.
